HB 799 BISHOP, STUART ATTORNEYS Provides relative to the
employment of special attorneys or counsel

HB 856 HARRISON CHILDREN/CUSTODY Provides relative to
child custody

HB 1114 ABRAMSON SUCCESSIONS Provides relative to
successions and donations

HB 1122 SMITH, PATRICIA CIVIL/RESTRAINING ORDER Provides
for the Protection From Stalking Act

HB 1165 JACKSON, K CIVIL/ACTIONS Provides for liability for
civil damages against persons alleging certain
unsubstantiated acts of malfeasance in office
against elected officials
